Years have past and I look back and wonder if we robbed 
folks of the spiritual opportunity of giving, where you don’t give 
to get but to be part of something.  And that feels good.  My 
pledge will contribute to the growth and well-being of a place I 
call home, a spiritual home. Financial giving is part of a spiritual 
practice.  I am thankful that I can contribute and join the spiritual 
journey.     

Please take time to consider what the church means to you, your 
family and to others who have yet to walk through our doors and 
discover their spiritual home for the first time.  And give as gener-
ously as you can.  Please, please, please, bring your commitment 
card to Pledging Sunday, March 14---or mail it earlier---or give to 
one of your Stewardship Committee members.

He is 26 years old and draws on 30 years of ministerial experience with glowing 
recommendations.  
She is a humanistic theist, with Buddhist and pagan influences most of the week,  
reverting to Christian and Hindu practices on weekends.  
On his day off, he meets with every committee and publishes the newsletter.  
Always taking a stand, but never confrontational, she has a burning desire to 
work with the teenagers and spends all her time with the older folks.  
He smiles all the time with a straight face because his sense of humor keeps him  
seriously dedicated to church work.  
She makes 15 pastoral calls a day after hospital visits, spends all of her time in 
denominational work, meets daily with the interfaith ministers group  
and is never out of the office.

Breathing into our new space 
 

Our first Sunday of Religious Education classes in 
the new addition was filled with special moments. 
 

The first time the children left the sanctuary via the 
double doors was a mixture of confusion and de-
light.  Shouldn’t we be leaving by the back door?  
Children headed for the usual exit only to be redi-
rected toward the front of the church.  Once across 
the threshold, some children stood still with open 
mouths as they entered a new, as yet unexplored 
universe; others jumped up and down in excite-
ment. 
 

Rebecca Reid thought about what this big new 
space might feel like for very young children.  She 
prepared a scavenger hunt to help the preschool-
Kindergarten children explore the new addition 
and feel more at home at church. 
 

The Grades 3-4-5 class spent the morning explor-
ing how expression is a crucial aspect of faith.  Part 
of the lesson involved expressive painting – with 
fingers and paintbrushes on a giant piece of paper -
- to dramatic music.  A group of very jazzed chil-
dren with paint-covered hands emerged from the 
room to take turns washing their hands in the bath-
room right across from their classroom.   I ducked 
into the classroom to check out the potentially 
scary combination of “new space” and “fun with 
paint” – and discovered that the children had had a 
great time AND taken great care to keep their 
beautiful new classroom clean.

It’s my 
hope that we’ll take a cue from Rebecca  -- and 
remember to try to see the world through each oth-
ers’ eyes as we breathe life into this very special 
space.

With an 
egg in one hand and a kistka in the other, each partici-
pant is encouraged to enter into “The Pysanky Zone” a 
space out of time for exploring the possibilities of this 
medium and his or her own inner thoughts.  Often, the 
results of this exploration include a remarkable, colorful 
expression of those ideas on the surface of an egg as 
well as a deep, peaceful feeling within the creator.
