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The MSC has two important updates to share with the congregation: 
 

BEYOND CATEGORICAL THINKING 
 

“Will the new minister hear me? Will my concerns and needs be met?  
Will the minister understand what I’m living with? How will the com-
munity respond to our minister?’ 
 

In answering these questions, a picture of the “ideal minister” 
(categorized by age, gender, gender identity, nationality, physical abil-
ity, race, and sexual orientation) comes to mind. With this picture in 
place, it can be easy to unintentionally exclude ministers who fall into 
certain categories. At times, as we get caught up in comparing candi-
dates to our “picture,” we can even forget what it is we hoped for in a 
minister. 
 

On the weekend of November 22, 2009, our church will participate in 
the Beyond Categorical Thinking workshop offered by the Unitarian 
Universalist Association (UUA) for congregations involved in the 
search for a new minister. The Ministerial Search Committee invites all 
congregational leaders, members, and friends to participate in this 
workshop. 
 

The Beyond Categorical Thinking program is designed to promote in-
clusive thinking and help prevent unfair discrimination in the search 
process for a new minister. This program includes a Sunday morning 
service with BCT workshop facilitators followed by a three-hour inter-
active workshop. In the workshop, our members will: 
 

�� Consider the hopes, expectations, and concerns they have for a new 
minister 
�� Learn more about the ministerial search process, and explore how 
thinking categorically about people sometimes interferes with choosing 
the best candidate. 
 

So please come on November 22, 2009 to participate in a special  
Sunday morning worship and workshop led by UUA facilitators Jacqui 
Williams and Diane Shipp.

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The I Ching is an ancient Chinese philosophy and spiritual practice, whose teach-
ings are all about right relationships. The Sage of the I Ching envisions a world 
where all things are in order and all relationships are characterized by compas-
sion, fairness and temperance. Endless commentaries have been written about the 
teachings and their application to life. One scholar, when asked what was the 
shortest expression of the I Ching’s philosophy, replied, “Walk on.” 
  
I like that- walk on, persist, continue. This is an engaged philosophy. It presumes 
the seekers live active lives and want to learn how to do so with greater wisdom 
and compassion. Walking on takes perseverance and optimism. Walking on 
brings newness. Sometimes in life all we can do is walk on, and sometimes walk-
ing on requires courage. 
 
As you may know, I will be on furlough for a month this church year, specifically 
January 7 through 28th and February 13-20th. During the January time, I will be in 
Tanzania, attempting to scale Mount Kilimanjaro, one of the tallest mountains in 
the world at 19,331 feet. This is something I have wanted to do for many years 
and when the furlough presented itself, I figured this was my moment. I am very 
excited about this adventure and a little apprehensive and rather amazed as well. 
 
So “walk on” has relevance for me these days. I train by hiking hills and moun-
tains on my Monday day off. Winding my way up the gentle climbs of nearby 
Blue Hills or the more challenging and rocky ascents of New Hampshire’s White 
Mountains, I put one foot in front of the other. I notice the passage from summer 
to fall. I appreciate having a body that can carry me to these various summits, and 
that I am able to attempt Kilimanjaro. I’d like to say I have lots of profound 
thoughts while hiking but mostly I just walk on, trusting I will get where I need to 
go. 
 
What does it mean for you to “walk on” in your life? What calls you forward and 
what helps to keep you going?  What are you noticing as you walk on? Is yours 
an internal or external journey or maybe both? 
 
May all our journeys get us where we need to go, teaching us how to live with 
compassion.

In the same breath I also 
hear people say that the way to grow is to 
reach out in service to the larger community, 
particularly after these last few years of inward 
focus on our building project.  On one hand, I 
see growth as something easy and natural for 
us.  Hey, we’re fun, exciting, lively, and wel-
coming.  Another view, however, is that grow-
ing our congregation will require a concerted 
effort throughout the church.   The truth, most 
likely, lies somewhere in-between.

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Thank you for this day! 
 

On the way back from the library one recent Sunday, I over-
heard one young participant in our RE program singing a song 
he’d overheard while building his Spirit House.  “Thank you for 
this day, spirit, thank you for this day.”  He sang it more than 
once.  I smiled a secret smile. 
 

I’ve been thinking a lot about gratitude – about cultivating a 
spirit of gratitude for all that is beautiful, that fills us with awe 
and wonder, that heals our hurting hearts.  Sounds a bit idealis-
tic?  I thought so too, but I decided to explore it anyway. 
 

Step 1: Notice.  What do you find beautiful?  What heals your 
hurting spirit?  I started making little lists in my head.  Incredi-
ble trees with leaves somewhere between fuschia and blaze or-
ange.  A child whose curiosity and enthusiasm for drumming 
bolstered my courage to try something new.  A kind word from 
a fellow traveler.  The smell and feel of crisp fall air.  Heat in 
the vestry. 
 

Step 2: Revel in it.  I keep telling myself to write these ideas 
down.  Some folks keep gratitude journals: lists of what they’ve 
observed and appreciated.    I find myself running my list 
through my head.   I feel more joyful just focusing on all this 
good stuff in my life. 
 

Step 3:  Share the joy.  Give thanks for what you feel grateful 
for – the impossibly blue sky, the twinkle in a someone’s eye, 
the kind gesture, the courageous act.   Draw attention to what 
makes your life good.  When you experience gratitude in your 
heart, say thank you! 
 

Developing gratitude as a spiritual practice is something that 
whole families (or even communities) can do together.  Every-
one can notice beauty, can experience awe and wonder, can ap-
preciate goodness in their life.  What a great conversation you 
can have as you discover the different ways that you each ex-
perience gratitude! 
 

Thank you for reading my column.  I hope that during this 
month of Thanks-giving that you will take some time to notice, 
revel, and share the joy.

It takes a 
village and a lot of space to run the holiday 
make-and-take.  The RE Committee has 
looked at the church’s current space situa-
tion and decided that it’s just not possible 
to host this event in 2009.  But they have 
something else up their collective sleeve!  
Check the December Chalice to find out 
about a different creative, fun activity for 
children, youth, and adults on Sunday,  
December 20 after church. 
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Over the past five weeks, our mid-
dle-school youth have been busy 
researching, planning, designing, 
and building a canvas labyrinth for 
walking meditation.  The youth are 
building for the future.  This 15’ x 
15’ canvas will be able to temporar-
ily fill the floor of one of our new 
program spaces with a circular, 
Chartres-style walking labyrinth.   
At present, only the sanctuary is 
large enough to accommodate it. 
 

This project has been a substantial 
undertaking.  The youth group has 
divided into working groups to 
make decisions about what the laby-
rinth should look like, how they 
should build it, and how they will 
orient themselves and others in the 
use of labyrinths.  They have trusted 
each group to keep moving forward, 
so that together they can complete 
this project.   What a rush it was, 
after four weeks of planning, to 
paint out the precise, elaborate de-
sign – it is huge! 
 

While they are currently working on 
the finishing touches, the Junior 
Youth are looking forward to shar-
ing the labyrinth with the whole 
congregation -- once we have taken 
occupancy of the new addition.  If 
your curiosity is piqued, you are 
welcome to visit the church website 
(in mid-November) to view photos 
of the labyrinth being built. 
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The Senior Youth Group had a great day hiking around and climbing 
on rocks at Purgatory Chasm. These are their reflections on the gifts 
they received by being there together… 
 
As the youth connected with each other and the natural world, they 
felt an increased sense of appreciation for Nature, and Fat Man’s Mis-
ery certainly proved to be a good place for great talks and lots of 
laughter!  The youths’ appreciation for each other grew there also,  as 
they  stood at the Devil’s Pulpit and had fun being physically active 
together. They challenged themselves and each other, and it helped to 
clear their minds from the stress of school. 
 
The youth say they value taking advantage of nature’s gifts, while 
spending time with such good friends.   It helps them to create a re-
treat from the stress of homework and real life.  They say that being 
with these special people creates a place for re-connecting with your 
true self.  They felt a sense of acceptance there  -- where nothing you 
do is wrong.  That truly seems a bountiful gift!

COTTAGE MEETINGS FOR JUNIOR AND SENIOR YOUTH 
 

Last month, the MSC provided summaries of four cottage meetings for adults that were held in September.  In 
addition to those meetings, the MSC held cottage meetings with the Senior and Junior Youth Groups on Sep-
tember 27th. We thank the 18 members who attended and gave us much to consider.  We were delighted with 
the thoughtful and candid responses of our youth and provide a summary below.  If you have any comments or 
questions, please feel to approach any committee member or send us an email -searchcommittee@uusharon.org. 
 

What qualities in a minister are most important to you? 
 

The Senior and Junior Youth are seeking a minister who is approachable, friendly, easy to talk to, and can re-
late to people of all ages.  They want a minister who is a good listener, compassionate, and respectful of their 
thoughts and ideas. They think it is important for the minister to know about the world, be well-travelled, ad-
venturous, enthusiastic, and have a good sense of humor. The minister should be interested in working with 
kids and adolescents. They hope the new minister will come to youth meetings and get to know them.  They 
would like the minister to participate in church activities such as pot lucks, the bean supper, protests and com-
munity service. He or she should give inspiring, creative and interesting sermons that are understandable to 
their age group.   They would like someone who will make them excited to come to church and hear what he 
or she has to say.  They would like the minister to value diversity of religions and beliefs and also to interpret 
and explain to the youth what it means to be a Unitarian Universalist.  They want the new minister to accept 
the UU traditions of our church, but also to bring in fresh ideas and be accepting of change.   The youth feel 
comfortable with our interim minister and would like someone similar.  At least one person expressed a prefer-
ence for a woman minister. 
 

What would you like a minister to know about our congregation? 
 

Our church is a small and close-knit community.  However, the congregation is a fun group that is outgoing, 
accepting and open to everyone.   Our church enjoys new people and welcomes diversity.   There are a lot of 
children and youth in the church who participate in the religious education program. Revels are particularly 
important to the church. The congregation does fun social activities together such as first Friday potlucks, the 
bean supper, the father’s day picnic, and the pancake breakfast.  The youth groups also do things together out-
side of church, including hikes, retreats and community service projects. They want to be active in the commu-
nity and are interested in social justice.  Our church watches out for and helps others.   Our outdoor space is 
really important to the youth – they love climbing trees and playing football in front of the church during cof-
fee hour.  They really enjoy having fun, but can also be serious.  The youth is proud that the congregation 
raised money to build our AIM addition during this hard economy.

The youth would like the church to grow to have more people and families, but they still want to know every-
one and stay close to one another like we are now.  They would like the church to be more active in our com-
munity and participate in more social justice work.

This is not likely to be the 
actual move-in date; as one can imagine, it is one of 
the most hectic times of the year. However, move-in 
will happen soon after this. 
 
Jack Armstrong, our project manager has sent on a 
list of what will be going on in November: 
 
Site Work- The parking lot will be graded and 
paved with the first layer of asphalt (binder coat). A 
fence will be installed behind the addition.  Some 
landscaping will be done, weather permitting 
(seeding and evergreens). 
 
Heat- The heating system will be activated for the 
new building to protect against any possibility of a 
freeze up. 
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Plumbing- All plumbing should be completed with the 
exception of installing the sprinkler heads. 
 
Electrical- The new service from the street will be in-
stalled. Electrical panels and most light fixtures will 
be put in. 
 
Interior Finish- Foam insulation will be added to all 
exterior walls by the end of October and then all dry-
wall will be installed. Interior trim (baseboard, chair 
rails, crown molding) and doors should be completed 
by the end of November. 
 
Painting- The exterior of the Meetinghouse will be 
painted, weather permitting. 
 
Elevator- Installation before the end of the month.
